Trump slams China...

He said he did this to save
Chinafrom a"devastating”sit-
uation, factory closings and
civil unrest caused by his tar-
iffs of up to 145% on Chinese
imports.

Trump's message did not
specifyhow China had violated
the agreement made in
Geneva, Switzerland and what
action he would take against
Beijing.

But a US official told
Reuters it appears China was
moving slow on promises to
issue export licences for rare
earth minerals.

US trade representative
Jamieson Greeralso told CNBC
that China was not in compli-

ance with the Geneva deal,
adding:"The Chinese are slow-
rolling their compliance,which
is completely unacceptable
and ithastobe addressed.”

Greer said the flow of criti-
cal minerals from China,which
had been cut off by Chinese
trade countermeasures, has
not resumed as called for by
the Geneva agreement.

A spokesperson for China's
embassy in Washington did
not immediately respond to a
request for comment.

Spokespersons for the
White House, the US Treasury
and the US Trade Representa-
tive's Office also did not
respond to requests for com-

ment.

On Thursday, treasury sec-
retary Scott Bessent told Fox
News Channel that US trade
talks with China were "a bit
stalled"and getting a deal over
the finish line will likely need
the direct involvement of
Trump and Chinese President
XiJinping.

Two weeks after break-
through negotiations that
resulted in a temporary truce
in the trade war between the
world's two biggest economies,
Bessent said progress since
then hasbeen slow,but said he
expects more talks in the next
fewweeks.
